Western Conference May 2008 Resolutions

1.  Consider providing hosting and access to all network library 

     digitally recorded titles for downloading by library users from the NLS International Union 

     Catalog or BARD.

NLS response: NLS is currently not willing to discard or lower the quality- assurance standard for locally recorded titles. However, network libraries can list a locally recorded title in the NLS 

International Union Catalog even if it does not pass quality-assurance inspection, and other libraries may borrow it through the interlibrary loan process.

2.  Contract with multistate centers to maintain or duplicate on demand digital books to meet   

      interlibrary loan needs.

NLS response: This topic will be reexamined, but the network should be aware that if the decision is to provide copies to the MSCs it will mean fewer copies for network libraries.

· Welcome from Sue.

· Review of 2008 Minutes - Motion to approve minutes by Martin Magrid, seconded by Debbi MacLeod.  Minutes approved.

· Report from Committees – No committee members present, thus no reports.

· Review of 2008 resolutions – No discussion.

· 2009 Resolutions:

1. Members of the Western Conference thank the staff of the Illinois State Library for their hard work and gracious hospitality in hosting a successful and highly informative Midlands/Western joint biennial conference.

2. Members of the Western Conference request the National Library Service (NLS) reconsider loading network library-supplied storage devices of adequate capacity with all digital book titles (DBs) available at the time of receipt.  Network libraries will pay to ship their storage devices to and from NLS and will be responsible for adding future DB titles to their own devices.

3. Members of the Western Conference reaffirm the importance of the MultiState Centers in the resources they provide to Network libraries, including interlibrary loan in the digital age.

· Vicki Collins recommended we discuss contributing to the NLS National Conference in 2010, perhaps a preconference session.  There was discussion of sessions on the digital markup of books, what to do with local books and where to host them, outreach in general and outreach for reaching the reluctant patron, duplication modules and mechanisms, and training of patrons to encourage them to go digital.

· Nominations – Debbi MacLeod nominated Danielle King for the position of Vice Chair for 2010/2011.  This was seconded by Linda Montgomery.  Susan Westin cast the popular vote in favor of the nomination.

· There was discussion on the location of the 2011 Regional Conference and whether to continue jointly with Midlands.  Debbi MacLeod suggested that we could do Denver, Colorado in 2011.  The Midlands Conference was invited by the Southern Conference to join them in Louisville, Kentucky in 2011.  Sue made a motion that we join the Southern and Midlands Conferences in Louisville in 2011 and this motion was rejected.  More people voted to stay in the West and go to Denver in 2011.  The Western Conference did invite the Midlands Conference to join us in Denver, but they declined and will join the Southern Conference.

· Motion by Martin to adjourn the meeting; seconded by Debbi MacLeod.  The meeting adjourned at 6:00 p.m.
