The goal of this special library is to ensure that Colorado’s blind and disabled population can experience the richness of the reading world... a world that most people take for granted.

CTBL provides services and programs to individuals who are visually impaired, blind, unable to hold a print copy of a book, reading disabled, or who have multiple disabilities. Patrons live throughout Colorado and range in age from preschoolers to senior adults.

Volunteer Positions

Volunteers assist in nearly every area of the library – helping with more than 25 different tasks

Circulation – Prepare books, machines, and other items for out-going mail every day. 

Duplication– Download “on-demand” materials to make additional copies available. Copy newly recorded materials.

Labeling – Make and apply print and Braille labels for all materials made at CTBL 

Inspection – Process each returned book to ensure it is ready for the next reader.

Conversion – Convert analog recordings to a digital format using digital technology.
