	The reading demonstrates a command of the language and ease with the spoken language. The reading is even flowing and not choppy.
	
	

	Pace
	The pace of the reading is appropriate to the material presented. (Technical material, which is more difficult to comprehend, is read at a slower pace, fiction is usually read faster.)
	
	

	Interest & Liveliness
	The reader brings the materials to life. The listener wants to hear more. The reader avoids being patterned, monotonous or declamatory.
	
	

	Accuracy
	There are few obvious mistakes, fluffs, or stumbles.

	Extraneous Noise  
	Kicking table, thumping, echo, turning pages
	
	

	Breathing
	Sharp inhaling and exhaling through nose or mouth
	
	

	Throat Noises
	Restrained attempts to clear throat.
	
	

	Mouth Noises  
	Clicks from dentures, lip smacking, tongue-teeth clicks, excessive sibilance, popped “p”, “t”, “sh”
