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The audition will be held in the recording studio of the Iowa Library for the Blind and Physically Handicapped.  We will have you read portions of the following selections:
1. Pronunciation list

2. Story of Mankind

3. Dr. Jekyll and Mr. Hyde

4. Economy of Afghanistan

5. Time Magazine article

6. Nancy Drew/Hardy Boys

7. Through the Looking Glass

Assignment instructions are attached.  These instructions are similar to what you would receive with actual recording projects.  Pre-read the material and look up unfamiliar words.  The pronunciation list includes some tricky Iowa place names.  If you are from out-of-state, you may want to ask a “local” for help.
If you make a mistake or stumble during the recording, stop immediately, say “correction” and then read the text correctly.  In an actual assignment, we would back up and re-record the passage but at this point, we want to know if you are aware of reading errors when they occur.

Your audition will be evaluated on the basis of specific criteria.  Voice quality, speech habits, verbal and reading skills and the ability to understand and follow formatting instructions are the main areas that will be considered.
