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GENERAL INSTRUCTIONS
1. Read in the following order: a. Pronunciation list.  b. The Story of Mankind.  c. Dr Jekyll and Mr. Hyde.  d. Economy of Afghanistan.  e.  Time Magazine article.  f.  Nancy Drew/Hardy Boys.  g.  Through the Looking Glass.  

2. For the pronunciation list, read the number before the word.  Example:  “One – communique.  Two – decipher.  Three - inexorable...”
3. Spell the author’s name when given as part of the heading of a selection.

4. Pause 5 seconds between selections.
SPECIFIC INSTRUCTIONS
1. Opening statement: 

“Side 1, Narrator Audition for (your name).  Recorded in (month, year).
Recorded in the studio of the Iowa Department for the Blind, Des Moines, Iowa, in a specialized format solely for the use of the blind and physically handicapped.  Further reproduction or distribution in other than a specialized format is prohibited.” 
2. Pause briefly:

“Pronunciation list.  One…”  Read the list, stating the number before saying each word.  

3. Pause 5 seconds:

“From The Story of Mankind, by Hendrik van Loon, H-e-n-d-r-i-k, v-a-n, L-o-o-n.  (pause) When I was twelve…”  Read the selection.  Continue with each selection, leaving in pauses as requested.

4. Pause briefly after completing the last page:

“End of the Narrator Audition for (your name).”  

We will likely stop you before the end of each selection, so you won’t have to worry about pausing between selections and reading straight through.  Relax and have fun!
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
