Welcome/Introductions
Review/Approve 2009 Meeting Minutes
· Keri Putnam made a motion to approve.
· Christy Briggs seconded the motion.

· Minutes were approved as distributed. 

Committee Reports
Collection Development Committee: Keri Putnam

Keri stated that the meeting of the Collection Development Committee will be taking place in Washington, DC on May 25, 26, 27, and 28.  She has been receiving suggestions.  She made the clarification that patrons need to send their general book requests to their regional libraries and only send their requests for materials to be added to the NLS collection to Collection Development Committee members.

Christy Briggs suggested that Network Libraries put in their newsletters that the patrons send suggestions to the regional library and the regional library can research the suggestions and then send them to the Collection Development Committee.

Keri said they are lucky to have two representatives from Nevada (a librarian and a consumer) 
Sue Walker said that a representative from New Mexico would be next western representative to serve on the committee.

 NLS Feedback
Sue asked for feedback to share with NLS at a lunch on Wednesday.  The following are issues raised by conference members:

· There was concern about the receipt of digital books.  They are often not in boxes or wrapped in plastic; they arrive individually.  Processing the books that arrive this way is taking lots of staff and volunteer time.

· We would like to encourage the production of magazines on digital cartridge.

· There has been an issue with the barcodes on digital books showing as already in inventory.  Essentially, the label is a duplicate number or the same barcode as is on a different book.  There have been at least 3 occurrences of this happening.

· Concerns about the readability of the barcodes were expressed.

· The question was raised about whether missing cartridges from returned containers should be reported to NLS.

· Someone asked if it was feasible to have containers that have space for two books so that a patron can return a forgotten book with another book.

· It was pointed out that it is difficult to read book labels (both number and spine) when there is a stack of books on top of each other.

· The request was made that the same title appear on both the container label and the cartridge (do not leave out or only use key words).

· It was requested that there be a change to the annual catalog order form to make it more functional.

· It was requested that NLS keep working on accessories for the DBMs sooner than later.

· It was requested that NLS let the Network know who at NLS the contact is for people using LCM.  Another member stated that it is Phil Carbo, though he is not listed on the NLS contact page.

· Someone asked if there are plans to update LCM and if there will be a cost for the update.

· It was pointed out that the BARD FAQs and the user guide are out of date and should be updated.

Review of 2009 Resolutions
There was discussion on resolution two about NLS providing the Network Libraries with the digital collection on a network supplied brick.  It turns out the collection has grown and there was discussion on the size of the brick needed to house the collection.  Colorado and Oregon will supply the books if another library provides the bricks.

Paula Stewart from MSCW commented on the resolution about the importance of MSCs and interlibrary loan.  She stated that they have started receiving digital books but don’t yet know what they will do with them. Note: Paula checked with Carolyn Sung and reported these titles are not yet available for circulation.

A resolution to go straight to disposal or recycle of RCs rather than XESS – will be written by Danielle.

A resolution to thank NLS and encourage and urge them to produce magazines on digital cartridges – will be written by Sue.

 The pricing of digital cartridges was discussed and we will seek more information. 
A resolution on whether NLS can share monthly price for D-RAM for cartridges – John Mugford will write.

 2011 Western Conference Update
Sue thanked Debbi MacLeod for her work on the Western Conference in 2011.
