Making Downloaded Books Play in Order

With the increasing popularity of BARD, patrons and librarians are downloading more books than ever before.  However, when there are multiple books on a cartridge, patrons often want them to play in a certain order.  For example, if someone is reading the Love Comes Softly series by Janette Oke, they would want to read the first book in the series before the second, etc.  
1. When books are downloaded from BARD onto a cartridge, they are sorted by author name, and then title.  If you want books to play in series order, first look up the order of the books in the series, and then write it down.  CUL has a Series Search option that will let you view the available series titles in order.

2. You will need to rename the folder containing the downloaded book.  Keep the original folder name, but at the beginning of the folder name, type 01 for the first book, 02 for the second, etc.  If you do this, the digital book player will play the books in numerical order.  For example, DB-Oke_ Janette Love comes softly DB22376 would become 01 DB-Oke_ Janette Love comes softly DB22376.
3. If you have multiple series that you want to play in a certain order, follow steps 1 and 2, but put a different letter before the number for each series.  For example, you could download both the Love Comes Softly series and the Prairie Legacy series onto a cartridge.  For the series you want to play first, type 01, 02, etc. at the beginning of the folder name.  For the series you want to play second, type a01, a02, etc. at the beginning of the folder name.  You can keep doing this with additional series using c01, d01, e01 and so on.

4. If you want to check that it worked, sort the folders.  They should appear in the order you created for them.  You can also check by placing the cartridge in a player and using Bookshelf to navigate between the titles.

And you’re done!  Enjoy reading your books in order, and never miss an important plot point again!
