BYLAWS

ARTICLE I.

Nomination and Election:

Section 1.
Officers will be elected in odd-numbered   years and will serve for a two-year term.  There is no limit on the number of times an individual may be elected to office.
Section 2.  At least one month prior to election, the President shall appoint a nominating committee of at least 3 persons. This committee shall prepare a slate and secure the consent of one candidate for each position to be elected.

Section 3.
The nominating committee shall present the names of the candidates at least 24 hours before the election. Additional candidates may be nominated from the floor at the time of the election, providing their consent has been obtained. 
Section 4. 
Election shall be either by secret ballot or by acclamation, with officers elected by majority vote of those members present and voting.  If no conference is held in an election year, elections may be held electronically with officers elected by a majority of eligible voting members.
Section 5. 
Vacancies in offices shall be filled for the unexpired term by the Executive Board.

ARTICLE II. 
Duties of Officers:

Section 1.
The officers shall perform the usual duties of their respective offices.

Section 2.
The Secretary and Treasurer shall keep adequate records.

ARTICLE III.
Dues and Subscriptions:

Section 1. 
Annual individual dues of $15.00 shall be payable by the business meeting at the regional or national conference.

Section 2. 
Annual institutional dues of $25.00 shall be payable by January 1.  Institutional memberships are limited to 2 participants.    
ARTICLE IV.        Committees:  The President shall appoint such                       committees as required by the Constitution and By-Laws, or as deemed necessary by the Executive Board or the membership.

ARTICLE V.
Executive Board:

Section 1.
The Executive Board shall have charge of the affairs of the organization between meetings and shall report at the next meeting on any action(s) taken.

Section 2.
A majority of the members of the Executive Board shall constitute a quorum to transact business. Absent members of the Executive Board shall be notified of any action(s) taken as soon as possible.

Section 3.
The members of the Executive Board may be polled by telephone, email, or other means of communication on any matter. 
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
